To clean stainless steel tips,
Install muffler #B onto use stainless steel cleaner and
head pipe 12-2", with a Scotch Brite pad.
louvers facing forward. Use
a jack stand to support the
muffler. Use clamp #E to
secure the muffler to the
head pipe. Muffler inlet is
looking into the louvers.
Install band clamp #D onto
muffler. Use bolt kit #G to
- secure band clamp to
muffler. DO NOT TIGHTEN.
Insert hanger into rubber
grommet.

GIBSON EXHAUST systems are designed on a factory stock vehicle. Any aftermarket products installed could increase the sound levels of this Exhaust.
Make sure there is a 1” clearance from ALL rubber brake lines, shock boots, fuel lines, tires, etc to prevent heat related damage or fire.
